3. We discussed the equality actions that have already been happening in school
this week.
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Year 4 carried out the assembly on the Tom Palmer Live World Cup Story - Rocky Rovers that they have been working on in class. This looked at the equality for ladies football.
Through the assembly we learnt that in 1895 there was a ladies football team but this was banned in 1921 as the FA did not think it was appropriate for ladies to be playing football.
The ladies were not happy with this decision and after much persuasion (50 years later) in 1971, the FA agreed for ladies to once again have a team. From that date, the FA have seen a huge growth in women playing football with now 137 UK teams registered and big competitions being played. The ladies are now doing amazingly well in the World Cup.
Women's football has seen 2 players honoured in the Queen's honours list this year, female coaches appointed, mixed teams in huge charity competitions (Soccer aid) and 22 centres of excellence for girl's football.

The Village Summer flower show that takes place in August on our school field.
      This is aligned to the centenary of the suffragette movement. 

      We are using the associated colours of purple / silver / green to create art work and poetry.
